Polices and Regulations for IIC Program   

During the participation in the IIC (“Internship in China”) program, arranged and co-managed by Uoutlook Education Investment Management Co., Ltd. (“UOUTLOOK”), the participates shall adhere to the following:
1.  Law: The participants shall observe the laws, decrees and relevant regulations enacted by the Chinese government and shall not interfere in China's internal affairs. Those participants, who violate any Chinese laws and have been charged or arrested, will be considered for the expulsion from this program.
2. Alcohol: The participants should not drink alcohol in an excessive or inappropriate manner. The expulsion from the IIC program may be caused by their inability to control their continued overdrinking.
3. Dangerous activities: The participants will not take part in any activity which is deemed hazardous and unacceptable for your internship. The following activities are strictly forbidden: hang gliding, hitchhiking, parachute jumping, piloting a private plane, and driving a car, bicycle or motorcycle, etc. Participation in some activities may be permitted if your parents or guardians can offer their written permission letter declaring that UOUTLOOK and the host companies take no responsibilities for any injury because of your engaging in those activities. The additional expense beyond the insurance should be born by the participants and their parents or guardians.
4. Driving: The participants are not permitted to drive cars or motorcycles under any circumstances even if you have an International Driver’s License or the permission of the host companies. Moreover, UOUTLOOK will not allow the participants to participate in any driving training for driver’s licenses or permits. Breaking this rule may result in the immediate expulsion from the IIC program.

5. Drugs: The participants must not possess, purchase, use, or keep drugs in the duration of their internship. Violators will be considered for the expulsion from the program. 

6. Extension: At the completion of the pre-set internships, the participants will not be allowed to extend them unless they get the written authorization documents both from UOUTLOOK and the host companies. The participants shall bear any consequences resulted from the unauthorized lengthened internships.
7. Abandonment: The participants are not allowed to change the arranged apartments and host companies at will. Any change without being permitted by UOUTLOOK will be regarded as the voluntary abandonment of the internship program, which means UOUTLOOK will not arrange new internship placements for the violators and any consequences resulted from it, will be born by them. 
8. Change: During the internship, if participants are not satisfied with the placements, they shall submit a written document to UOUTLOOK, presenting the reasons why they want to change. Prior to the authorization from UOUTLOOK, the participants shall keep doing their internships. Any unilateral termination by the participants themselves will be regarded as the voluntary abandonment of the program. If the reasons are sound and convincing, UOUTLOOK will try to rearrange a new placement for them.
9. Dismissal: If the participants are dismissed by the host companies due to the sound facts that the participants are negligent of their duties and the host companies’ disciplines and rules, UOUTLOOK will regard the case as the voluntary abandonment of the internship program.
10.  Medical and accidental insurance: Before the participants arrive in China, they      should buy international medical and accidental insurance. UOUTLOOK and host companies are not responsible for the medical-related bills such as the expenses of medicine, treatment and hospitalization, etc. 

11.  Training: After arriving in China the participants should attend the orientation program organized by UOUTLOOK.
12.  Personal expenses: UOUTLOOK and host companies are not responsible for the participants’ personal expenses due to the things such as meals, transportation, communication, accommodation, socializing, travel, etc, except the fact that the host companies are willing to support. 

13.  Travel: When it comes to traveling, first of all, the participants should make sure that their travel schedules have no interference with their internships. Second, the participants should inform UOUTLOOK, which has the right to know their travel schedule and itinerary. Third, the safety issue should win the first priority. Last but not least, the participants should be aware of the fact that they need to bear any consequences which may occur during their travels. 
14.  Politics and religion: During the internship in China, participants’ religion and beliefs will be highly respected by UOUTLOOK and host companies.
15.  Return to home country: In the duration of internship, the participants are not allowed to visit home country unless they gain the authorization both from UOUTLOOK and the host companies. Any unauthorized return will result in the expulsion from the internship program.
16.  Program fee: For the participants’ reasons to quit the program in the duration of internship, all program fees will not be refundable.

17.  Conflict settlement: If participants have conflicts with the host companies, UOUTLOOK will play a role as a mediator with an aim to bringing an agreement between both sides. If both sides cannot reach an agreement, UOUTLOOK will consider rearranging a new placement for the participants only if they can provide sound and convincing reasons.
18.  Photo use rights:  Participants agree to grant UOUTLOOK the right of use for the photos related to their internship.
